Violetta in two dress rehearsals because of the illness of the soprano who was engaged.  Ms.

Her CD, 
released in 2003, was recorded in a recital performance with the Vratza Symphony Orchestra in 
Bulgaria.

Directors include Malcolm Fraser, Jose Maria Condemi, 
Kelly Hale, and Nicholas Muni.  Her acting teacher was Diane Kvapil and she studied period 
dance with Richard Powers.
